Exequatur Procedure in Mauritius

Any judgment or order obtained in a foreign court would be enforceable in Mauritius by way of exequatur procedure. It has been decided in Mauritius case law that the exequatur of a foreign judgment can only be granted if the judgment satisfies the following conditions:

(i) the foreign judgment must still be valid, final and be capable of execution in the country where it is delivered;

(ii) it must not be contrary to any principle affecting public order in Mauritius;

(iii) the defendant must have been regularly summoned to attend the proceedings; and

(iv) the court which delivered the judgment must have had jurisdiction to deal with the submitted matter. 
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
